TITLE:   Seasonal Field Help - for 2005 cotton season 
 
LOCATIONS:   All in Arkansas - Forrest City, Kelso, Leachville, Marvell, 

Osceola, Pine Bluff, Portland, Rector, Trumann 
 
 

• Mist Blower Operator: Ground spray the perimeter of program cotton fields 
with the mist blower unit. Must be knowledgeable with safety procedures of 
equipment. Observes maintenance schedule on the mist blower unit. Maintains 
Chemical Usage and Field Treatment Log to record field sprayed and amount of 
chemical used. Current hourly pay: $8.00. 

 
• Trapper: This position is responsible for reporting the density of the population 

of the boll weevils by checking traps around the cotton fields. The information 
they return to the office will be used to determine treatment for eradication of the 
boll weevil. Current hourly pay: $7.00. 

 
• Airport Recorder: Observe and record all activities that occur at the airstrip 

while aerial spray operations are in progress. Checks aircraft spray systems. 
Oversees loading of the aircraft, DOES NOT physically assist in handling or 
loading of fuel or pesticide into the aircraft. Keeps chemical inventory to record 
use. Current hourly pay: $7.00. 

   
DESIRABLE QUALIFICATIONS: High school diploma or GED preferred. Some 
knowledge or experience in agricultural or farm related work preferred, but not required. 
Work involves regular and recurrent travel by automobile and/or by foot to visit farms 
and fields. Some exposure to a variety of hazards with work in the field or on a farm 
possible. Regular exposure to outside weather conditions. Must be at least 18 years old 
and have a valid driver's license and be an insurable driver according to Foundation 
policy conditions. The Foundation will check the motor vehicle record of considered 
candidates. 
 
HOW TO APPLY: Complete an application from our website or one of the offices listed 
above. All applications received will be kept in the applicant supply file for consideration 
for future positions with Arkansas Boll Weevil Eradication Foundation for six months.
